 Flu Season  
 

As you may have noticed, the flu season 
is upon us. Please remember to keep 
your child home if they have a 
temperature. The following is taken from 
our handbook.  
 
“In general, if your child is unable to participate  
comfortably in normal school activities, he or she 
should not be in school. To minimize the danger of 
infection to other children, your child should stay  
home if any of the following symptoms are present: 
 

·  100 degree or higher fever 

·  Vomiting within 24 hours 

·  Diarrhea within 24 hours 

·  Draining rash 

·  Eye discharge or pink eye 

·  Fatigue or nausea that prevents regular 
activity 

 
Your child should not return to school for 24 hours  
after  a fever has gone away.” 
 

To help the students remain healthy the 
teachers are encouraging students to 
keep their hands away from their face, 
washing their hands thoroughly and 
often, sneezing or coughing into their 
elbow, and using the hand sanitizer 
available in all the classrooms. We are 
also daily using a disinfectant in the 
classrooms to help prevent the spread of 
germs. 
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Oh no! It’s Lice Season  
 

We hate to bring this up 
but…it is lice season 
again. Lice infestation is 
most common during the 
months of August to 

November. 
 

Faith Lutheran has a “NO lice or nits” 
policy. Lice are the actual insects that live 
and breed in human hair. Nits are the 
eggs. Your child may not come to school 
with lice or nits.  
 

Please check your child’s hair 
periodically. Infestation has nothing to do 
with cleanliness. To check for infestation, 
carefully examine the hair around the 
back of the neck and behind the ears. 
Nits are much easier to see, because the 
lice quickly scurry away from light. Nits 
are small whitish ovals of uniform size 
that are attached to the hair shaft. Unlike 
dandruff, they do not move when you 
brush at them. 
 

If you suspect your child has lice please 
consult with a health professional to be 
sure.
